1. READ 
God said Adam and Eve could eat any fruit in God’s perfect 
garden, except the fruit from one special tree. 

One day God’s enemy – disguised as a sneaky snake – told 
Eve she could eat the fruit from the special tree and be 
like God. Eve trusted the sneaky snake instead of trusting 
God. She ate the fruit and gave some to Adam. 

Because they had disobeyed God, suddenly Adam and 
Eve knew things weren’t good and right any more. They 

tried to hide from God. But God knew what they had done.

Adam and Eve had to leave the garden. They couldn’t 
be with God anymore. But God still loved them, 

and he made them a special promise. One day 
he would send a Rescuer called Jesus, who 
would make all things good and right again.

2. THINK 
Adam and Eve’s story reminds us that God 
knows what’s best for us. Even though 
Adam and Eve didn’t listen to God and 
broke their close friendship with him, God 
still loved them and promised to send a 
Rescuer to make everything right again.
