every side. Then, tape or glue it on top of the lighthouse tower.

Paint your lighthouse with bright stripes,
windows, doors, and other designs. Be sure to add
a name to your lighthouse, like Abigail and Ruth
did in the story. Then, let everything dry.

Use colors, drawings, or stickers
to make each coupon special.

Share Your Coupons

This is the best part! Give your
coupons to friends or family
members. Whenever they give you
a coupon, you keep your promise
and do what the coupon says.

Once you've decided on what your
identity will be, pick out the clothes that
they would wear. For example, maybe

if you decided to create a superhero
disguise, you would pick out some clothes
that are comfortable and stretchy since you’ll need to look ready for action.

Besides picking out your clothes, you’ll need to choose other items
that make sense for your disguise. For example, if you are going to
pretend you're a unicorn tracker, you might hang binoculars around
your neck and wear a backpack for wilderness exploring.

Sometimes the props you really want won’t be available, but you can always draw
them instead. If you are going to dress up as an inventor, you can create your own
glasses, draw some tools, and make some presentations about your inventions.

Once you have everything you need, put on your disguise!

If you're disguised
as a housecleaner, talk about your job, do a little dusting, and imagine
that whoever you're hiding from is convinced you’re not you at all.

How to Play Memory Tag

At Backyard Bible Club, Abigail and her friends play a game called “memory tag.” It uses your
brain and your body, and good listening skills plus speed. Practicing this game with your own
family or friends is a great way to have fun and learn things at the same time!

How to Play:

Pick someone who will be the caller for the game.

The caller will pick a story to read to everyone. It can be
any story, but Bible stories are the best.

After the caller reads the story, they choose someone to be “it” first.
When the caller says to start, the person who is “it” chases until they tag someone else.
Once someone is tagged, the game freezes.

The caller asks the person who was tagged a question about the story. If they
answer the question correctly, they get to be “it” next. If they do not answer

correctly, the person who tagged them stays as “it” for another round.

Play until the caller runs out of questions about the story

or until everyone has had a chance to be “it.”
