Mark 2:1-12

heard that he had come home. 2So many gathered that there was no
room left, not even outside the door, and he preached the word to
them. 3Some men came, bringing to him a paralytic, carried by four
of them. “Since they could not get him to Jesus because of the crowd,
they made an opening in the roof above Jesus and, after digging
through it, lowered the mat the paralyzed man was lying on. *When
Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralytic, “Son, your sins are

forgiven.”

*Now some teachers of the law were sitting there, thinking to
themselves, 7“Why does this fellow talk like that? He’s blaspheming!
Who can forgive sins but God alone?”

Why did Jesus rise from the dead?

Mark 15:42-47

“2|t was Preparation Day (that is, the day before the Sabbath). So as
evening approached, “Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent member of
the Council, who was himself waiting for the kingdom of God, went
boldly to Pilate and asked for Jesus’ body. “Pilate was surprised to
hear that he was already dead. Summoning the centurion, he asked
him if Jesus had already died. “When he learned from the centurion
that it was so, he gave the body to Joseph. #So Joseph bought some
linen cloth, took down the body, wrapped it in the linen, and placed it
in a tomb cut out of rock. Then he rolled a stone against the entrance
of the tomb. “’Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses saw

where he was laid.

Mark 16:1-8

'When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother

of James, and Salome bought spices so that they might go to anoint
Jesus’ body. 2Very early on the first day of the week, just after sunrise,
they were on their way to the tomb 3and they asked each other, “Who

will roll the stone away from the entrance of the tomb?”

“But when they looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very
large, had been rolled away. As they entered the tomb, they saw a
young man dressed in a white robe sitting on the right side, and they

Mark 4:1-9

on the lake, while all the people were along the shore at the water’s
edge. ?He taught them many things by parables, and in his teaching
said: 3“Listen! A farmer went out to sow his seed. “As he was
scattering the seed, some fell along the path, and the birds came and
ate it up. Some fell on rocky places, where it did not have much soil.
It sprang up quickly, because the soil was shallow. ¢But when the
sun came up, the plants were scorched, and they withered because
they had no root. ’Other seed fell among thorns, which grew up and
choked the plants, so that they did not bear grain.

'Still others, like seed
sown among thorns, hear the word; "but the worries of this life, the
deceitfulness of wealth and the desires for other things come in and
choke the word, making it unfruitful. 2Others, like seed sown on
good soil, hear the word, accept it, and produce a crop—thirty, sixty

or even a hundred times what was sown.”
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
