Sparrows

You've probably seen a sparrow,

But God does not forget even one of them.
In fact, he even counts every hair on your
head! So don't be afraid. You are worth
more than many sparrows.” (Luke 12 v 6-7)

Donkeys

The Bible teaches us that when Jesus took his
finaljourney into Jerusalem, before he would
ultimately die, he arrived on a donkey. To
announce his triumphant return as King to save his
people, you would have expected him to arrive on
a horse, like a leader on their way to fight a war.

More Fish

Wherever Jesus went, unusual things
happened. The Bible teaches of miracles that
he performed, like curing the sick or stopping
storms. In Luke's Gospel, we read of an
incredible eventinvolving fish:

One day as Jesus was standing by the Sea
of Galilee, the people crowded around him
and listened to the word of God ... When
he finished speaking, he turned to Simon.
Jesus said, “Go out into deep water. Let
down the nets so you can catch some fish.”

Simon answered, “Master, we've worked hard
allnightand haven't caught anything. But
because you say so, | will let down the nets.”

When they had done so, they caught a large
number of fish. There were so many that
their nets began to break. (Luke 5v 1, 4-6)
